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Executive Summary

Japan has experienced a dynamic security landscape from May 27 to June 03, 2026,
marked by significant advancements in defense capabilities, intensified diplomatic
engagements, and persistent regional challenges. A key development was North
Korea's notification of a planned satellite launch, prompting strong international
condemnation and highlighting ongoing tensions in Northeast Asia. Concurrently,
Japan significantly bolstered its cybersecurity posture, gaining access to advanced AI
tools for vulnerability detection and preparing for offensive cyber operations, while
facing increased cyberattack activity from state-backed actors. Diplomatic efforts saw
Japan elevate its strategic partnership with the Philippines, including agreements on
military information sharing and defense equipment transfers, reinforcing a
rules-based maritime order in the Indo-Pacific. These actions underscore Japan's
accelerated shift towards a more proactive defense policy and strengthened alliances
amidst a complex geopolitical environment, particularly concerning China's growing
military assertiveness and criticism of Japan's evolving security stance.

Key Security Developments

• North Korea's Satellite Launch Notification
On May 27, 2026, North Korea notified Japan of its intention to launch a rocket
carrying a satellite between May 27 and June 4, 2026. This announcement triggered
immediate warnings from Japan, South Korea, and the United States, who condemned
the plan as a violation of UN Security Council resolutions. If successful, this would
mark Pyongyang's second military reconnaissance satellite in orbit, raising concerns
about its ballistic missile technology development and regional stability.

• Enhanced Cybersecurity Measures and AI Integration
Japan continued to strengthen its cyber defenses, with the government and several
financial institutions gaining access to Anthropic's cutting-edge AI model, Claude
Mythos, on June 2, 2026. This AI tool is highly adept at detecting software
vulnerabilities, and its acquisition is part of Japan's strategy to prepare for threats to
its financial industry. This follows earlier announcements in April 2026 regarding the
formation of a specialized task force to address AI-related cybersecurity threats in the
financial system and broader measures to enhance cyber defense for critical
infrastructure.

• Preparation for Offensive Cyber Operations
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Building on the Active Cyberdefense Law enacted in May 2025, Japan is preparing to
authorize its Self-Defense Force (JSDF) to conduct offensive cyber operations,
including disabling attacking servers, starting from October 1, 2026. This strategic
shift is a response to a "complicated national security environment" and a significant
increase in cyberattacks, particularly from Russian and Chinese actors, which have
seen Japanese organizations face an average of 1,231 cyberattacks per week in 2025.

• Trilateral Military Exercise Southern Jackaroo 2026 Commences
Exercise Southern Jackaroo 2026 officially began on May 29, 2026, in Townsville,
Australia, involving forces from the United States, Australia, and Japan. Scheduled
until July 3, 2026, this month-long multinational training event focuses on advancing
combined arms integration and tactical interoperability, ensuring the allied militaries
can operate seamlessly as a unified front across the Indo-Pacific.

• Japan-Philippines Comprehensive Strategic Partnership and Defense Cooperation
On May 28, 2026, Japan and the Philippines agreed to elevate their bilateral relations
to a Comprehensive Strategic Partnership, the highest tier of diplomatic engagement
for Manila. During a summit in Tokyo, Prime Minister Sanae Takaichi and President
Ferdinand Marcos Jr. agreed to begin formal negotiations on a General Security of
Military Information Agreement (GSOMIA) to facilitate the secured sharing of classified
military information. They also concurred to accelerate the transfer of several
warships, including Abukuma-class destroyers, to the Philippines to enhance its
capabilities in a "growing more severe" regional strategic environment.

• Japan Dispatches Personnel to NATO for Ukraine Assistance
On May 29, 2026, Japan's Ministry of Defense announced the dispatch of four Japan
Self-Defense Forces (JSDF) personnel to the headquarters of the NATO Security
Assistance and Training for Ukraine (NSATU) in Germany. This move aims to
strengthen Japan's own defense capabilities by gaining "lessons-learned in Ukraine,
including the 'new-way of warfare'," and to deepen Japan-NATO cooperation.

• Chinese Aircraft Carrier Operations in Western Pacific
From May 26 to May 30, 2026, China's aircraft carrier Liaoning conducted
approximately 170 takeoffs and landings of fighter jets and helicopters in the western
Pacific Ocean. These operations occurred southwest of Okinotorishima and
south/southwest of Miyakojima, with the Japan Maritime Self-Defense Force
conducting surveillance and monitoring. Japanese Defense Minister Shinjiro Koizumi
noted that China appears to be aiming to improve its ability to operate aircraft carriers
and execute operations in remote waters and skies.

• Defense Minister Refutes "New Militarism" Accusations
On May 31, 2026, at the Shangri-La Dialogue in Singapore, Japanese Defense Minister
Shinjiro Koizumi strongly refuted China's accusations of Japan pursuing "new
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militarism". Koizumi highlighted China's lack of transparency in its military expansion
and pledged that Japan would continue to strengthen its defense capabilities
transparently, including in AI, uncrewed systems, and cyber and space defense.

• Prime Minister Calls for Summit with North Korean Leader
On May 30, 2026, Prime Minister Sanae Takaichi called on North Korean leader Kim
Jong Un to hold summit talks to resolve the issue of Japanese nationals abducted by
North Korea decades ago. Speaking at a national rally in Tokyo, Takaichi expressed
her determination to make a breakthrough on the abduction issue during her tenure.

• New Maritime Policy Pillars for Security and Industry
On May 28, 2026, the Japanese government announced a new maritime policy
focusing on three pillars: marine drones, maritime domain awareness (MDA), and
innovative seabed development technologies and systems. This policy aims to ensure
maritime security and support the overseas expansion of related industries, with a
focus on boosting the capabilities of the Japan Coast Guard's Umishiru MDA system
and improving information-gathering via marine drones.

Geopolitical Impact and Regional Dynamics

Japan's security developments during this period significantly impact regional stability
and its relations with major powers. The planned North Korean satellite launch,
despite international warnings, underscores the persistent threat Pyongyang poses to
regional security and the limitations of current diplomatic and sanctions regimes. This
event further solidifies the trilateral security cooperation between Japan, the United
States, and South Korea, as evidenced by their joint calls for North Korea to cancel the
launch.

Relations with China remain complex and strained. While Japan's 2026 Diplomatic
Bluebook downgraded its characterization of China from "one of the most important
neighboring countries" to an "important neighbor," reflecting deepening strategic
tensions, Japan also maintains an openness to dialogue. China's extensive aircraft
carrier operations in the Western Pacific, closely monitored by Japan, highlight
Beijing's growing naval assertiveness and its efforts to project power further into the
Indo-Pacific. Japan's Defense Minister Koizumi's strong rebuttal of China's "new
militarism" accusations at the Shangri-La Dialogue signals Tokyo's resolve to continue
its defense buildup while emphasizing transparency, directly challenging Beijing's
narrative and potentially escalating rhetorical exchanges.

Japan's deepening ties with the Philippines, culminating in a Comprehensive Strategic
Partnership and agreements on military information sharing and defense equipment
transfers, are a crucial development for regional stability. This strengthens the "First
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Island Chain" defense strategy and counters China's growing maritime ambitions in
the South China Sea, where both Japan and the Philippines share concerns about
freedom of navigation and a rules-based order. The participation in Exercise Southern
Jackaroo 2026 with the US and Australia further demonstrates Japan's commitment to
multilateral security frameworks and interoperability in the Indo-Pacific, reinforcing its
alliance network against potential adversaries. Japan's dispatch of JSDF personnel to
NATO for Ukraine assistance also signals a broader engagement in global security,
recognizing the interconnectedness of international security challenges.

Military and Defense Analysis

Japan's military and defense posture is undergoing a significant transformation, driven
by an increasingly severe regional security environment. The government under
Prime Minister Sanae Takaichi has accelerated its defense spending, aiming to reach
2% of GDP by 2026/2027, well ahead of schedule. This increased budget is fueling
modernization programs focused on enhancing deterrence and response capabilities.

A key aspect of this modernization is the development and deployment of long-range
missiles. While the acceleration of Type-12 anti-ship missile deployment was reported
earlier (August 2025 for March 2026 deployment), the recent participation in the
Balikatan exercises in the Philippines in May 2026, where Japan fired offensive
missiles from foreign soil for the first time since WWII, demonstrates a tangible shift in
its operational capabilities and willingness to project power. This is further supported
by the revision of defense export rules in April 2026, which now allows for broader
sales of lethal weaponry, including potentially the Type 88 anti-ship missile system to
the Philippines.

Japan is also heavily investing in cyber defense and maritime domain awareness. The
acquisition of advanced AI tools like Claude Mythos and the preparation for offensive
cyber operations signify a proactive approach to modern warfare, recognizing
cybersecurity as a critical domain. The new maritime policy, with its focus on marine
drones and enhanced MDA systems, aims to bolster Japan's ability to monitor and
secure its extensive maritime interests, particularly in disputed areas and critical sea
lanes. The ongoing joint exercises, such as Southern Jackaroo 2026, are crucial for
improving interoperability with key allies like the US and Australia, ensuring a
cohesive and effective response to regional contingencies.

Outlook and Forecast
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Short-term trends (1-3 months): In the immediate future, Japan is likely to continue its
robust diplomatic and defense engagements. The period following North Korea's
satellite launch window (ending June 4) will be critical, with potential for further
provocations or international responses. Japan will likely maintain a high state of alert
and surveillance. Cybersecurity will remain a top priority, with continued efforts to
integrate AI into defensive mechanisms and prepare for offensive capabilities,
potentially leading to public discussions about the ethical and legal frameworks
surrounding such operations. Defense cooperation with the Philippines is expected to
accelerate, with formal negotiations on the GSOMIA and the transfer of naval assets
progressing. The ongoing Exercise Southern Jackaroo 2026 will continue to enhance
interoperability with the US and Australia, setting the stage for future joint drills.

Critical flashpoints and risk areas: The East China Sea and South China Sea remain
critical flashpoints due to China's increasing maritime assertiveness and Japan's
commitment to a rules-based order. Any further incursions or aggressive maneuvers
by Chinese vessels or aircraft near the Senkaku Islands or in international waters
could quickly escalate tensions. The Korean Peninsula is another persistent risk area,
with North Korea's continued missile and satellite launches, coupled with its
unpredictable behavior, posing a direct threat to Japan's security. The Taiwan Strait
also presents a significant flashpoint, given Prime Minister Takaichi's previous remarks
hinting at potential Japanese intervention if a conflict threatened Japanese territory.

Indicators to monitor: Key indicators to monitor include the success and nature of any
North Korean satellite launch, and the international community's response. Observe
the progress of Japan-Philippines defense agreements and any new joint exercises or
patrols in the South China Sea. Monitor Chinese military activities, particularly naval
and air force deployments in the Western Pacific and near disputed territories.
Domestically, watch for further details on Japan's offensive cyber capabilities and the
legal frameworks governing their use. Also, track any shifts in rhetoric from China
regarding Japan's defense posture and vice versa.

Strategic recommendations: Japan should continue to strengthen its alliances,
particularly with the United States, Australia, and the Philippines, through joint
exercises, intelligence sharing, and defense equipment cooperation. Investing in
advanced surveillance and reconnaissance capabilities, including marine drones and
enhanced MDA, is crucial for maintaining situational awareness in its maritime
domains. Proactive diplomacy, including continued efforts to engage North Korea on
the abduction issue, should be pursued while maintaining a firm stance against
provocations. Japan should also continue to advocate for a transparent and
rules-based international order, leveraging platforms like the Quad to counter
destabilizing actions in the Indo-Pacific. Furthermore, a robust and adaptable
cybersecurity strategy, integrating cutting-edge AI and developing offensive
capabilities, is essential to protect critical infrastructure and national interests in the
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digital realm.
