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The heartbreaking death of a Macau schoolboy has stirred a rare storm of collective anger and
mourning across the city, yet as ordinary citizens cry out for justice and change, the voices that
matter most — our elected lawmakers and community leaders — have been conspicuously, and
inexplicably, silent.

“falls” (24.1%), “crushing, puncture, or laceration” (20.0%), and “straining or awkward
movements” (17.4%), according to the Labor Affairs Bureau (DSAL) in its annual report on
work-related accidents. The report also noted that among those, nine people died as a result of
the accidents they suffered, with one of the cases being suspected of involving violations of
occupational safety rules and regulations. When compared year over year, the number of
workplace accident victims was slightly higher than in 2024, with an increase of just 0.14% [--]
